It is 
fast-growing and fi re-retardant.

FLOWERS
The individual fl owers are arranged in a terminal one-sided raceme with 
bright, tomato red colour.

FLOWERING PERIOD
Red fl owers are borne in winter and spring and is said to bloom throughout 
much of the year.

CLIMATIC TOLERANCES
The plant is a hardy and reliable cul  var which is extensively cul  vated in a 
wide range of climates.

HORTICULTURE
Requires full sun to part shade and performs in all soil types. Excellent 
groundcover for large areas and covering banks. Looks great under large 
trees or hanging over walls. Helps suppress weeds and it is a large plant that 

requires room to expand although it responds  well to pruning.
